3. This was an indoor/outdoor inspection on the Medway and at the Group Headquarters in Rainham and was well attended by the Executive Committee and Parents and Friends.

4. At the formal inspection the Scouts were very smart in bearing and appearance but dress was slightly spoilt by some battered caps. Activities afloat comprised of pulling and sailing by the Ventures whilst ashore the Troop did camp fire cooking, navigation, buoyage signals and ropework. All activities were carried out with enthusiasm and keeness with all showing a good knowledge of their subjects. Drill and ceremol1ial were well attempted with some advice given on how to improve these aspects. Badgework is making good progress in all sections although they were encouraged to gain more Coxswains Mates awards. The mixed Venture Unit is thriving and they were also encouraged to gain more awards.

5. This inspection was deferred because of upheavals within the Group and changes in Leadership and the Inspecting Officer feared the worst.
