3. This was an indoor/outdoor inspection held at Gillingham Water Activities Centre, The Strand, Gillingham and afloat on the River Medway. It was attended by the District Commissioner, District Water Activities Adviser, Group Chairman and members of the Executive Committee, family and friends.

4. The programme commenced with the Inspecting Officer being piped aboard and after witnessing the ceremony of colours commenced the formal inspection. At the formal inspection, the parade was generally well turned out, dress was very good, discipline and bearing was good as was piping and ceremonial drill movements. Scouts responded positively to questions put by the Inspecting Officer, being forthcoming, enthusiastic and articulating well their enjoyment of Scouting. Badgework is considered to be satisfactory but future efforts should focus upon the attainment of the Proficiency badges of Emergency Aid, Lifesaver and the higher Seaman awards.

5. On completion of the formal inspection and after meeting the attendant dignitaries the Inspecting Officer observed the Group engaged in water and land activities. In the HQ a group of Beavers were displaying their dexterity, imagination and creative skills making model rafts which successfully completed their sea trials. Following a comprehensive and well delivered briefing on the tide, wind and inherent dangers of the boating area, Scouts and Cubs put to the river in 7 Gulls, 1 Wayfarer and a Pevency. Sailing in a stiff breeze, line astern the crews practised their skills, manoeuvring over a figure of 8 course. Much progress was made throughout the evening, particularly among the first timers, and a creditable performance of manoverboards, capsize and recovery drills rounded off the evening. Overall, although limited, this was an enthusiastic and enjoyable display of the Groups ability ashore and afloat.

6. Leaders and Instructors are very well motivated and qualified. They are fully capable of delivering a comprehensive training programme.

7. Finance and administration appears to be capably handled and managed meticulously by a competent Treasurer.

8. This was an enjoyable inspection of a keen and enthusiastic Sea Scout Group who are well supported by an industrious and dedicated Executive Committee. At inspection, the Ventures and Scouts gave a very good account of themselves, representing well the efforts of their Leaders and Instructors.
